Themes

Objective: To create user defined Themes for the project

1) Start:

1. Open your Themes_Input.ath file and jump to Step 4 or Go to step 2.
2) Setting Project Properties: In this step we are setting project properties such as setting path for project file, applying themes for the project etc.

1. Click on “File -> Project Properties” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Enter “Themes_Tutorial” in the “Project Name” Field.

3. Select the “MM/DD/YYYY” as “Date Format”.

4. Click on “Theme” Button to set the theme for your project.

5. Select “Theme” as “Theme 2” and click on “Select” Button.

6. Select “Color Scheme 1” and click on “Ok” Button.

7. Browse the Project Path by clicking on “File Path” Button. Select the Path.

8. Select the “Server Name” as “Local”.

9. Enter “Themes_Tutorial” in the “Database Name” Field.

10. Select “Use Windows Authentication” Radio Button.

11. Click on “Ok” Button.

3) Modeling Master Tables: This step is for creating all the master tables and table fields. 


Create Customer Table

1. Right click on “Master Tables” menu of the tree and select “Create Table” or click on “Master Tables” from Prescient Author Navigator.

2. Enter the table name “Customer” in the “Table Name” Field.

3. Add field name “Customer_Name” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

4. Add field name “Customer_Address” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=500. Click on Add Field button.

5. Add field name “Contact_Number” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=500. Click on Add Field button.

6. Add field name “Email_Id” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

7. Add field name “Birth_Date” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as dateTime. Click on Add Field button.

8. Click on Add Table Button.

4) Creating database and Tables: This step is to create the database, and tables in the Microsoft SQL Server.
1. Click on “Tools -> Sync DB” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Click on “New Database” button.
3. The database will be created at the back end.
5) Generating and Executing Dot Net Code: This step is generating Dot net code by the author and executing the code to view the output.
1. Click on “Output -> Write All” menu from Author Main Window.

2. The code for your project will be generated in the folder “Themes_Tutorial”.

3. Open file “Themes_Tutorial -> Themes_Tutorial.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio 2005 editor”.

4. Click on “Debug” Button to execute the code.

6) Creating new Theme: This step is to create new theme.
1. Open file “Themes_Tutorial -> Themes_Tutorial.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio 2005 editor”.

2. Open “Themes_Tutorial -> Themes -> UI “folder from Solution Explorer. 
3. Copy StandardTheme.Master, Right click on UI folder and paste copied folder.
4. Rename “Copy_of_StandardTheme” to “MyTheme”.

5. Open “MyTheme.Master.cs” file and change class name to MyTheme.

6. Open “MyTheme.Master.designer.cs” file and change class name to MyTheme.

7. Open “MyTheme.Master” file.

8. Change “ID” parameter to “MyProjectContent” in the following code lines

9. After changing “ID” parameter the code will be

10. Open “SimpleTheme.Master” file.

11. Change “ID” parameter to “MyProjectContent” in the following code lines

12. After changing “ID” parameter the code will be

13. To use newly created Theme in PrescientAuthor you need to copy theme in the Theme folder where you have installed PrescientAuthor.
E.g. If you have installed PrescientAuthor at location “c:\Program Files\” then open “C:\Program Files\Prescient Author\Themes\ MyTheme” folder.
14. You can create color schemes for MyTheme
15. Save CSS file for color scheme at location “C:\Program Files\Prescient Author\Themes\MyTheme\color_Scheme_Name\CSS” and Theme files at location “C:\Program Files\Prescient Author\Themes\MyTheme\color_Scheme_Name\UI”  .
7) Applying new Theme to Project:
1. Open file “Themes_Tutorial.ath” in PrescientAuthor”.

2. Click on “File -> Project Properties” menu from Author Main Window.

3. Click on “Theme” Button to set the theme for your project.

4. Select “Theme” as “MyTheme”, Select “Color Scheme 1” and click on “Ok” Button.

5. Click on Ok button.
6. Click on “Output -> Write All” menu from Author Main Window.

8) Creating new ContentPlaceHolder:
1. Open file “Themes_Tutorial -> Themes_Tutorial.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio 2005 editor”.

2. Open “MyTheme.Master” file.

3. Search following code in the file
