Merging
Objective: To merge two ath files 

Scenario: We will create a merged application using two independent ath files.

In this tutorial we are adding merging ATH file of one user with the ATH file of other user. We have three ATH files I.e. Base ATH file (Common for both users), ATH for User1 and ATH for User2.
1. Start:

Open your Input_BaseATH.ath file and jump to “Steps for creating User1 ATH” or go to “Steps for creating base ATH”
Steps for Merging User1 ATH with User2 ATH

1. Merging the project:
1. Open your Tutorial10_user1.ath file.

2. Click on “Tools->Merge Project” from Main menu or Click on “M” Button on the toolbar.
3. One conformation message will be displayed. Click on “Ok” Button. “Select file for merging” dialog will be displayed.
4. Select “Tutorial10_User2.ath” as a file for merging.

5. Select “Master Tables” from “Filter” Combo box. List of all master tables of Tutorial10_User2.ath file will be listed in the list box.
6. Select “Supplier” and “Supplier_Contacts” Check box and click on “Select” Button.
7. Select “Master Detail” from “Filter” Combo box. List of all Master Detail tables of Tutorial10_User2.ath file will be listed in the list box.

8. Select “Supplier_GIN_basic” and “Supplier_GIN_detail” Check box and click on “Select” Button.

9. Select “Reports” from “Filter” Combo box. List of all Reports of Tutorial10_User2.ath file will be listed in the list box.

10. Select “Supplierwise_GIN_Report” and click on “Select” Button.

11. Select “Menus” from “Filter” Combo box. List of all Menus of Tutorial10_User2.ath file will be listed in the list box.

12. Select “SupplierMenu” and click on “Select” Button.

13. Select “Dashboard Pages” from “Filter” Combo box. List of all dashboard Pages of Tutorial10_User2.ath file will be listed in the list box.

14. Select “GIN_Dashboard” and click on “Select” Button.

15. Click on “Ok” button. “Save Merged File as” Dialog will be displayed.
16. Enter “Merge_1” in the “File Name” Field and click on “Save” Button.
2. Synchronizing the database:
1. Click on “Tools -> Sync DB” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Click on “Load database” button. One conformation message will be displayed. Click on “Yes” button.

3. “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

4. Click on “New” button. “Create New Data Source “dialog will be displayed.

5. Select the diver as “SQL Server” and click on “Next” Button.

6. Enter the name “Tutorial10” in the text box and click on “Next” Button.

7. Click on “Finish” button. “Create New Data Source to SQL Server “dialog will be displayed.

8. Select the server as ”Local“ from the “Server” combo box and click on “Next” button.

9. Select “With Windows NT Authentication” radio button and click on “Next” button.

10. Select the check box “Change default database to” and select the database “Tutorial10” from the combo box and click on “Next” button.

11. Click on “Finish” button.

12. Click on “Ok” button.

13. Select the “Tutorial10” data source from the list and Click on “Ok” button.

14. The database is loaded in the Prescient Author.

15. The list of all the tables will be displayed below.

16. Click on “Supplier” from the list of tables displayed on the left side after synchronizing the database.

17. Click on “Selected Table” Button.

18. Click on “Alter” Button. The “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

19. Select “Tutorial10” data source and click on “Ok” button.

20. The “Supplier” table will be altered in the back end database.

21. Click on “SupplierContacts” from the list of tables displayed on the left side after synchronizing the database.

22. Click on “Selected Table” Button.

23. Click on “Alter” Button. The “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

24. Select “Tutorial10” data source and click on “Ok” button.

25. The “SupplierContacts” table will be altered in the back end database.

26. Click on “Supplier_GIN_basic” from the list of tables displayed on the left side after synchronizing the database.

27. Click on “Selected Table” Button.

28. Click on “Alter” Button. The “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

29. Select “Tutorial10” data source and click on “Ok” button.

30. The “Supplier_GIN_basic” table will be altered in the back end database.

31. Click on “Supplier_GIN_detail” from the list of tables displayed on the left side after synchronizing the database.

32. Click on “Selected Table” Button.

33. Click on “Alter” Button. The “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

34. Select “Tutorial10” data source and click on “Ok” button.

35. The “Supplier_GIN_detail” table will be altered in the back end database.
