Working with Modified Code
Objective: Working with modified code in ASPX and C#. 
Scenario: A simple personal information system where the form (ASPX) and code behind are modified by writing special code.
1. Setting Project Properties: In this step we are setting project properties such as setting path for project file, applying themes for the project etc.

1. Click on “File -> Project Properties” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Enter “Tutorial13” in the “Project Name” Field.

3. Select the “MM/DD/YYYY” as “Date Format”.

4. Browse the Project Path by clicking on “File Path” Button. 
5. Select the “Server Name” as “Local”.

6. Enter “Tutorial13_db” in the “Database Name” Field.

7. Select “Use Windows Authentication” Radio Button.
8. Select the logo to be displayed on the form.

9. Click on “OK” Button.

2. Modeling Master Tables: This step is for creating all the master tables and table fields. 


Create Personal_Information Table
1. Right click on “Master Tables” menu in the tree and select “Create Table”.

2. Enter the table name “Personal_Information” in the “Table Name” Field.

3. Add field name “First_Name” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.

4. Add field name “Last_Name” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.

5. Add field name “Maritial_Status” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.
6. Add field name “Is_Active” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.

7. Add field name “Address_For_Correspondence” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=200. Click on Add button.

8. Add field name “City” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.
9. Add field name “Pin_Code” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.
10. Add field name “Phone_No” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.
11. Add field name “Email_Id” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add button.
12. Select “First_Name” from the selection list and assign this as the front key for the table.
13. Click “OK” to add table.

3. Creating database and Tables: This step is to create the database, and tables in the Microsoft SQL Server.
1. Click on “Tools -> Sync DB” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Click on “New Database” button.
3.  “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

4. Click on “New” button. “Create New Data Source “dialog will be displayed.

5. Select the diver as “SQL Server” and click on “Next” Button.

6. Enter the name “MasterDataSource” in the text box and click on “Next” Button.

7. Click on “Finish” button.  “Create New Data Source to SQL Server “dialog will be displayed.

8. Select the server as”Local“from the “Server” combo box and click on “Next” button.

9. Select “With Windows NT Authentication” radio button and click on “Next” button.

10. Select the check box “Change default database to” and select the database “Master” from the combo box and click on “Next” button.

11. Click on “Finish” button.

12. Click on “Ok” button.
4. Changing controls of the fields on the form:
1. Double Click on “Personal_Information Form” menu from Author Tree menu.

2. Double click on “Is_Active” Field from Form Control Name List Box.

3. Select the Control as “Check Box”.

4. Click on “Ok” Button.

5. Click on “Ok” Button.

5. Generating Dot Net Code and Executing the code: This step is generating Dot net code by the author and executing the code to view the output.

1. Click on “Output -> Write All” menu from Author Main Window.

2. The code for your project will be generated in the folder “Tutorial13”.

3. Open file “Tutorial13-> Tutorial13.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio 2005 editor”.

4. Click on “Debug” Button to execute the code.
Note: See the output form generated by Prescient Author.
6. Changing Aspx file: In this step we are changing the Aspx file generated by Prescient Author.
Open Tutorial13.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio 2005 editor. Open Personal_InformationAdd.aspx file and Personal_Information/Update.aspx file.

1. Search following code in the Personal_InformationAdd.aspx file and Personal_InformationUpdate.aspx file.

7. Changing CS file: In this step we are changing the CS file generated by Prescient Author.

Open Tutorial13.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio 2005 editor. Open Personal_InformationAdd.aspx.cs file and Personal_InformationUpdate.aspx.cs file.

1. Search following code in the Personal_InformationAdd.aspx.cs file and Personal_InformationUpdate.aspx.cs file.

String Is_Active = this.Request.Params["Is_Active"];
Write following code below searched code: 

if (Is_Active == "on")

                 Is_Active = "Active";

            else if (Is_Active == "off")

                 Is_Active = "Inactive";
8. Copying modified files: In this step we are copying modified files in one folder to avoid overwriting of those files after writing code from prescient Author.
1. Open folder “Tutorial13\ Tutorial13\BaseModule\UI”.
2. Copy files “Personal_InformationAdd.aspx”, “Personal_InformationAdd.aspx.cs”, “Personal_InformationUpdate.aspx”, and “Personal_InformationUpdate.aspx.cs”.

3. Open folder “Tutorial13\_modifiedCode\BaseModule\UI”.

4. Paste copied files in this folder.

9. Retrieving modified files from Prescient Author: In this step we are retiring modified files after writing code from prescient Author.
1. Click on “Output -> Write All” menu from Author Main Window.
2. Select the “Continue using my modified files “check box.

3. You’ll get the modified files from “_ModifiedFiles”   folder.
4. If you do not want to use modified files then you can deselect “Continue using my modified files “checkbox.
