Role Management
Objective: To create understand role based access to information and reports. 

Scenario: We will create a simple employee management system with roles as Manager and HR. We will provide different access to employee information to these two roles.
1. Start:

1. Open your Input_RoleManagement.ath file and jump to Step 6 or Go to step 2.

2. Setting Project Properties: In this step we are setting project properties such as setting path for project file, applying themes for the project etc.

1. Click on “File -> Project Properties” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Enter “RoleManagement” in the “Project Name” Field.

3. Select the “MM/DD/YYYY” as “Date Format”.

4. Click on “Theme” Button to set the theme for your project.

5. Select “Theme” as “Theme 2” and click on “Select” Button.

6. Select “Color Scheme 1” and click on “Ok” Button.

7. Browse the Project Path by clicking on “File Path” Button. Select the Path.

8. Select the “Server Name” as “Local”.

9. Enter “RoleManagement” in the “Database Name” Field.

10. Select “Use Windows Authentication” Radio Button.

11. Click on “Ok” Button.

3. Modeling Master Tables: This step is for creating all the master tables and table fields. 

Create Project Table

1. Right click on “Master Tables” menu in the tree and select “Create Table” or click on “Master Tables” from Prescient Author Navigator.

2. Enter the table name “Project” in the “Table Name” Field.

3. Add field name “Project_Name” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

4. Add field name “Start_Date” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as datetime. Click on Add Field button.

5. Add field name “End_Date” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as datetime. Click on Add Field button.

6. Click on Add Table Button

Create Rating Table

1. Right click on “Master Tables” menu in the tree and select “Create Table” or click on “Master Tables” from Prescient Author Navigator.

2. Enter the table name “PerformanceAppraisal” in the “Table Name” Field.

3. Add field name “PerformanceAppraisal” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

4. Click on Add Table Button

Create Employee Table

1. Right click on “Master Tables” menu of the tree and select “Create Table” or click on “Master Tables” from Prescient Author Navigator.

2. Enter the table name “Employee” in the “Table Name” Field.

3. Add field name “EmployeeCode” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

4. Add field name “Name” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

5. Add field name “Address” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=500. Click on Add Field button.

6. Add field name “Salary” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as float Click on Add Field button.

7. Add field name “Designation” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as varchar, enter size=50. Click on Add Field button.

8. Add field name “Current_Project” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as int, enter size=50. Select “Foreign Field” Check box, Select the module “Base Module, Select the “Foreign Field Table” as Project And click on “Add” Button.

9. Add field name “Rating” in the “Field Name” Field.  Select data type as int, enter size=50. Select “Foreign Field” Check box, Select the module “Base Module, Select the “Foreign Field Table” as Rating And click on “Add” Button.

10. Click on Add Table Button.

4. Creating database and Tables: This step is to create database and tables in the Microsoft SQL Server.

1. Click on “Tools -> Sync DB” menu from Author Main Window.

2. Click on “New Database” button.
3.  “Select Data Source” dialog will be displayed.

4. Click on “New” button. “Create New Data Source “dialog will be displayed.

5. Select the diver as “SQL Server” and click on “Next” Button.

6. Enter the name “MasterDataSource” in the text box and click on “Next” Button.

7. Click on “Finish” button.  “Create New Data Source to SQL Server “dialog will be displayed.

8. Select the server as”Local“from the “Server” combo box and click on “Next” button.

9. Select “With Windows NT Authentication” radio button and click on “Next” button.

10. Select the check box “Change default database to” and select the database “Master” from the combo box and click on “Next” button.

11. Click on “Finish” button.

12. Click on “Ok” button.

13. Select “MasterDataSource” data source from list and Click on “Ok” button.

14. The database will be created at the back end.
5. Generating and Executing Dot Net Code: This step is generating Dot net code by the author and executing the code to view the output.

1. Click on “Output -> Write All” menu from Author Main Window.

2. The code for your project will be generated in the folder “RoleManagement”.

3. Open file “RoleManagement -> RoleManagement.sln in Microsoft Visual Studio editor”.

4. Click on “Debug” Button to execute the code.

6. Copying Master Forms :
1. Double click on “Master Form” from tree menu and right click on “Employee Form”.
2. Select “Copy Form” menu.

3. Right click on “Master Form” form tree menu and select “Paste Form”.

4. The copy of the employee form will be created in the master forms menu.

5. Double click on Copy_Of_Employee_Form and change the Form Name to Add Resource.

6. Click on “Ok” button.

7. Changing visibility of the fields on the form: This step is for assigning controls like textbox, combo box etc. to the fields.
Employee Form
1. Double click on employee form from master form tree menu.

2. First to edit visibility of fields on Add form, select the file “EmployeeAdd.aspx” from “Files” section and click on “Set Properties” button.

3. All the fields of the Employee table will be listed in a new window.

4. Double click on “Current_Project” and select “Invisible” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

5. Double click on “Rating” and select “Invisible” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

6. Now, to edit the visibility on Update Form, Select the file “EmployeeUpdate.aspx” from “File” Section and click on “Set Properties” button.

7. All the fields of the Employee table will be listed in a new window.

8. Double click on “Current_Project” and select “Read Only” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

9. Double click on “Rating” and select “Read Only” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

10. Click on “Ok” Button.

Add_Resource Form
1. Double click on Add_Resource form from master form tree menu.

2. First to edit visibility of fields on Add form, select the file “Add_ResourceAdd.aspx” from “Files” section and click on “Set Properties” button.

3. All the fields of the Employee table will be listed in a new window.

4. Double click on “Salary” and select “Invisible” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

5. Double click on “Designation” and select “Invisible” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

6. Now, to edit the visibility on Update Form, Select the file “Add_ResourceUpdate.aspx” from “File” Section and click on “Set Properties” button.

7. All the fields of the Employee table will be listed in a new window.

8. Double click on “Employee_Code” and select “Read Only” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

9. Double click on “Salary” and select “Invisible” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

10. Double click on “Designation” and select “Invisible” radio Button and click on “Update” Button.

11. Click on “Ok” Button.
8. Creating Roles :

1. Open “Roles -> Manage Roles” from main menu. “Manage Roles” Dialog will be displayed.

2. Enter Name “HR”.Select the dashboard page “Project_dashboard”.
3. Click on “Add” Button.

4. Enter Name “Manager”.Select the dashboard page “Project_dashboard”.

5. Click on “Ok” Button.

9. Renaming Menus:
1. Double click on “BaseModuleMenu” from the “Menu” tree menu or Right click on “Menu” tree menu and select “Create Menu”.

2. Select “Menu” tab.

3. Click on Employee form master menu. Note that there are two employee menu.We are going to rename the menu to which Add_Resource_formAdd.aspx file is assigned.

4. Enter the name “Add Resource” in Selected Menu Name text box. 

5. Click on “Ok” button.

10. Assigning Menus to the Roles :

1. Double click on “BaseModuleMenu” from the “Menu” tree menu or Right click on “Menu” tree menu and select “Create Menu”.
2. Select “Role wise Menu” tab.
3. Select “Role “as “HR”.
4. Click on Select All button and click on click on “>” Button.

5. Select “Role “as “Manager”.

6. Select “Current_Project”, “Rating” ,”Add Resource” menu from Master parent menu.
7. Select “Current_Project”, “Rating” ,”Add Resource” menu from Search Report parent menu.

8. Select “Current_Project”, “Rating” ,”Add Resource” menu from Report parent menu.

9. Select “Project_Dashboard”and “BaseModule_Dashboard” from Dashboard parent menu.
10. click on “>” Button.

11. Click on “Ok” Button.
